The bth grade ELK classes cover the areas of communication skills including research, vocabulary, reading, writing, speaking, and lis-
tening. Topics covered include narrative, informational, and persuasive writing: proper sentence and paragraph structure, correct
spelling, use of punctuation and proper capitalization. Emphasis is placed on learning the steps of the writing process; pre-writing,
drafting, editing, revising, and publishing the final copy of writing. Students will aiso be engaged in the reading of a variety of novels
and text types throughout the school year. In addition, students will research and create projects based on the learning objectives
of each unit. The Common Core State Standards are the basis of the curriculum.

The required materials for ELA consist of a data and assessment folder, a composition notebook for daily writing, a binder, and a
pencil case with pens and pencils. Data folders and composition notebooks will be kept in the classroom for safekeeping. On occa-
sion | may ask students to bring additional materials +o class, or they may need additional materials for class projects. Most of
these supplies are included on the bth grade supply list and should be at school aiready. I a supply is needed that is not listed, | wil
give plenty of notice and a few days for students +o purchase the supplies, such as poster board or other display items.

See pages 29-2b in the student handbook for information about standards-based learning, progress reports, report cards, and
feedback about learner behaviors. Homework is assigned and is important for students to practice, acquire new knowledge, and
apply new skills. The motivation for doing homework should come from each student’s clear understanding that it will contribute to
their learning, not compliance or grading. Homework will be evaluated but not included in the final grade.
